SELECTION PROCESS AND CRITERIA

Biographical Questionnaire 10 points maximum
Community Service/Mesa College Service 20 points maximum
Essay 40 points maximum
Recommendation letter (verifying Community Service) 10 points maximum
Application presentation 20 points maximum

Awards will be presented on Friday May 7,
2010, at the Annual Scholarship Awards Banquet. Recipients will be honored as special
guest and will receive one complimentary dinner ticket.
